How often do we make the sign of the cross and say the
words: "In the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Spirit?"  Often this religious gesture is performed
hurriedly and the invocation is said without thinking.

Today, on the Solemnity of the Holy Trinity, the Church invites us to think about its mean-
ing.  The gesture of the sign of the cross begins with our foreheads (our thoughts, our
knowledge, our understanding) and moves to our hearts (our loving, our caring) and
then to our shoulders (our work, our task on this earth).  Our very being, who we are, is
signed by the cross of Christ, "in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit."  Everything we are and everything we do, needs to be lived in union with our
God, three Persons, and yet, One God.

Today the Church invites us to reflect on who God is, and to celebrate the meaning of
the Trinity in our lives.  But there is a caution: whatever we say about God, we say by
analogy only.  This means that while there is some similarity between our words and the
reality they describe, there is also an essential difference.  Our words cannot adequate-
ly describe God; our minds cannot fathom this Great Mystery which is beyond the uni-
verse itself.

We can only speak about the Trinity because that is how God has been revealed to us
in Sacred Scripture.   We first encounter God the Creator.  Unfortunately, many of us
have lost the wonder of creation.  Recapturing this wonder will help us get in touch with
God the Creator, the origin of all there is and the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.  In
Jesus we discover God the Redeemer.  God, the Son has become one of us to save us
from our sins.  And Jesus, having completed His work on earth, sends us the Holy Spir-
it, God the Sanctifier.  It is this Spirit of Love and Truth, whose coming we celebrated last
Sunday at Pentecost, who forms us into the Body of Christ, the Church, and helps us ex-
perience the reality of God's Love in our lives.  God is not a distant reality outside us.
God is within us through the power of God's Spirit.  And it is this Spirit who invites us to
be part of that dynamic Divine relationship which is the Holy Trinity.  This is our destiny
as explained in today's Second Reading (Romans 8:14-17).  In Christ we have been
adopted as God's beloved sons and daughters, brothers and sisters of Jesus.  "The Spir-
it Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then
heirs, heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ." 

And this destiny is foreshadowed each time we celebrate the Eucharist.  We are already
caught up in that great mystery of the Trinity.  We worship God, our Father, through
Jesus Christ His Son, and in the power of the Holy Spirit.  And every time we make the
sign of the cross, we proclaim this deepest reality of our lives: "In the Name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit."  Amen!

It is time to re-certify those adult volunteers who took the "Protecting God's Children"
workshop in 2004 and 2005.  Your certification is about to expire!  Virtus re-certifi-
cation is now required every four years. 

Do you currently volunteer or are you planning to volunteer in a parish or school pro-
gram or ministry, which brings you in contact with the children or youth of our parish?
If you do and wish to continue in your ministry, or if you are beginning, you are required
by the Archdiocese of Los Angeles to attend a workshop entitled "Protecting God's
Children", a program directed at educating adult volunteers in the prevention of child
sexual abuse.  This archdiocesan requirement includes, but is not limited to, lectors, Eu-
charistic ministers, ministers of hospitality, and sacristans.  

The 2009 re-certification year will combine the participants from 2004 and 2005,
due to the Archdiocesan Catholic Center move.  There are primarily two ways a par-
ticipant can renew their Virtus certification:   
Option #1:  "Keeping the Promise Alive", is a 1 ½ hour refresher session.  This session
reviews the myths and facts of child sexual abuse from the original program, and is fol-
lowed by a refresher DVD.  This session is also a conversation between attendees on
the ways their parish/school/community has become a safer place for children and
young people over the past four years.

Option #2:  Participants may repeat the original 3-hour VIRTUS "Protecting God's
Children" session for re-certification purposes.

There is a possible third option for persons who originally registered on-line, have read
40-50 "Protecting God's Children for Adults" training bulletins, completed two re-
certification quizzes and been issued printed re-certification certificates from VIRTUS.
