Corner

We are quickly approaching the end of our Liturgical Year and
Advent is just around the corner! The Gospel readings for this
season usually present the themes of the end of times and the
Second Coming of Christ. Today's Gospel (Mark 13:24-32)
speaks about the signs that will precede "the Son of Man com-
ing in the clouds with great power and glory." But the same Gospel also cautions us against try-
ing to predict this coming: "But of that day or hour, no one knows..." Therefore, it would be futile
to make predictions about the end of time, as some have tried throughout the centuries. ltis bet-
ter to shift the application of this Gospel to a reflection on our own personal "end of time," when
we are called to account to the Lord. It is helpful from time to time to do that kind of reflecting.
And today's "end of time" Gospel provides us with this opportunity. So we ask ourselves: "What
kind of lives have we lived? How have we used our gifts and talents?" In terms of Stewardship,
the question is: "What kind of stewards have we been?"

In last Sunday's "Pastor's Corner," Stewardship was described as "our communal understanding
that we are lifelong caretakers of God's blessings, spiritual and material." And further: "Stew-
ardship is a deeply personal and spiritual commitment to live out our Christian calling within our
parish community." In other words, because of our Baptism, it is our Christian calling to make
the mission of our parish our mission as well. And what is this mission?

"We the Eucharistic Community of St. Mel Parish are committed to:
-Develop a deeper understanding of the Gospel message of Jesus through prayer,
reflection and education
-Recognize and call forth the gifts of each parishioner
-Affirm the dignity of all persons by responding to their spiritual and material needs
-Celebrate our life together in worship as a faith community.”

Have we made this Mission Statement our own? How have we used our gitts of Time, Talent, and
Treasure to help our parish make these words a reality?

As | indicated last week there are so many of you that have been good stewards in helping our
parish to fulfill its mission. And perhaps there are others who have tried, but given our human
condition, have been frustrated or have given up. There are also others who for one reason or
another have not yet made an effort to share your time, talent, and treasure with our parish com-
munity. Regardless of which group we find ourselves in, today's "end of time" Gospel invites all
of us to reflect on what kind of stewards we have been, and what kind of stewards we can be in
the future.

Book Club News: Vatican Il Series
With Father Stephen Cooley, O.Carm.
(No Reading Required)

The Book Club is happy to announce that on Wednes-
day, November 18, 2009 at 7 pm in the Parish Center,
Father Stephen Cooley, O Carm., M.SW.D MIN. will
begin a series discussing Vatican lI: it's importance and
outcome. He will continue for several months into the
New Year covering topics such as: The emerging role of
the Priest and the Lay Person. Where do we fit? Has
Vatican |l changed us? Among the other topics Father
Cooley will entertain are: the nature of the Church, so-
cial justice, religious freedom and how the Church
views other Faith traditions. You will have an opportuni-
ty to influence which topics are chosen for the coming
months at our November meeting.

Father Cooley will begin by discussing the environment
in which John XXl called Vatican Il by giving a brief his-
tory of prior councils and their continuing influence.
What was the reason Vatican Il was called and how did
Pope John XXIII envision its role? What tensions arose
between some of the cardinals and what was the result
of these conllicts on the council? What happened when
John XXIII died and Paul VI took over? What was the
new pope's influence? What is the unfinished business
of Vatican Il and should another council be called?

Father Stephen Cooley studied Theology in Rome from
1963 to 1966 during Vatican Il and was an eye witness
to many of the issues emerging at the time. He is a
Carmelite priest and past associate pastor of St
Michael's Church of Houston, Texas. A native of Chica-
go and the oldest of nine children, he holds four de-
grees: a Bachelor of Arts, Masters in Theology, a Mas-
ters in psychiatric social work and a Doctorate in pas-
toral ministry. Throughout his more than forty years as a
priest, Father Cooley has worked in a variety of min-
istries and has extensive experience as a high school
teacher, a marriage and family therapist and as an alco-
holism and drug counselor. A well known public speak-
er, Father Cooley lectures and runs workshops through-
out the country, on college campuses and to business,
professional, religious and community groups. The
Book Club is grateful to Father Cooley for doing this se-
ries for St. Mel Parish. We hope you will join us and
bring friends from other parishes.

Men's Club Report

Our goal for this discussion was to envision a future that we would be willing to work
hard for. For those who are young, this may have some meaning as much of their life
is still ahead of them. For those in their senior years this may sound a bit irrelevant to
the phase they are in now. Is there anything we want to work hard for? In his book,
Heroic Living, Chris Lowney has this to say, " Rather than hunker down with 60 per-
cent of Americans who despair that their children will have a worse life than they
have, can we be visionary enough to struggle for something better that will outlive
us, a world that will be better for all children in the generations to come?"

Lowney has suggested that one way we could be a visionary is to work for a world
that would be better for all children. Children don't decide to grow up impoverished
or without medical care. Children suffer, Lowney says, when we saddle them with
our problems and misjudgements. They bear the brunt of our wars, negligence, self
centeredness and irresponsibility. In the United States alone there are approximate-
ly three million cases of neglect, abuse, or abandonment reported each year. Some
experts estimate that the actual number could easily be twice as large. How can a
Christian stand by and do nothing?

In small groups, members discussed whether our faith tradition provides us with a vi-
sion of the future that we are willing to work for. If so, what about this vision inspires
us? How can this vision benefit society?How do we make it a reality? If you don't have
a vision for the future that guides your life, how can you develop one? Finally, what
people would you consider visionary and why? What do you find attractive about
the vision each of these individuals has? Are you currently working to make any of
these visions a reality?

The Men's Club meetings begin with Mass at 8 am on the first and third Saturday of
the month. This is followed by coffee and donuts and then small group discussion
until 10 am in the Parish Center. The next meeting is scheduled for Saturday, No-
vember 21. Please join us. You won't be disappointed.
